As presented and approved at the November 2009
AGM:

Due to the restricted parking in our inner basin with
the loss of approximately 25 plus parking stalls, our
recourse is the rearrangement of our parking layout
with all members (Regular, Associate), Daily
Dippers and guestsrequested to utilize the Clubs
front parking lots.

To facilitate these new parking requirements:

“Parking of boats, trailers or car/truck/trailer
configurations of any kind” within the fenced
basin area, other than winter storage and the
front/front side lots (next to Lakeshore Drive) is
strictly prohibited at all times” unless express
permission is granted by the Vice Commodore or
designate.

Effective immediately:

Failure to comply with this new parking
regulation will result in immediate removal of
the  boat, trailer or  car/truck/trailer

configuration to the impound lot at the owners
expense.

The feature for this issue is Zucchini Fritters from
Marcia Dean:

Ahoy mate! Whatcha got for veggies on your boat
today? I'm sure you have meats, breads, perhaps
fruits, but veggies are difficult to sneak in unless
you are a rabbit and content to snack on celery and
carrots every day. Zucchini Fitters to the rescue!
| am sure your neighbours will offer you more than
enough zucchini throughout the summer.

Keftedes (Zucchini Fritters)
- All measurements are approximate
5 cups grated zucchini
Ya tsp salt
2 eggs
% cup mozzarella or cheddar or whatever
%4 cup feta cheese
2 cups bread crumbs
%4 cup fresh mint, chopped
% chopped parsley
Y. ground pepper
Olive oil for frying

1. Strain grated zucchini and salt in colander for %2
hour then squeeze rest of liquid out. Discard liquid.

2. Combine zucchini, 1 egg, both cheeses, 1 cup
bread crumbs, mint, parsley and pepper. Mix well
and form into 1 inch balls.

3. Beat 1 egg in small bowl. In another shallow
bowl add 1 cup bread crumbs.

4. Heat olive oil in fry pan.

5. Dip each zucchini ball in egg then breadcrumbs,
flatten, and then fry.

6. Drain on paper towels, serve with tsatsiki.

Zucchini Fritters can be frozen either before they
are flattened or after they are fried.
