Barone’s father Giorgio crafted the Ogopogo
sculpture decades ago, along with about 15 others,
to adorn the grounds of the family’s campground.

Five years ago the resort closed and Barone Beach
Resort was born. On Thursday, the several-ton
sculpture was sitting on a barge in the canal beside
the beach resort, about to start its journey adtess
lake.

Ogopogo’s journey was to travel by barge from the
West Kelowna beach resort to Casa Loma, then
across the lake to the Eldorado, before skirting
Kelowna beaches and slithering under the William
R. Bennett Bridge to The Delta Grand. There, the
sculpture would be placed on a truck for a road trip
to Vernon.
